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Community: Franklin Academy is located near 
downtown Wake Forest, North Carolina. The student 
body which is chosen through a blind lottery system 
consists of 76% White, 7% African American, 6% 
Asian, 6% Hispanic, and 5% Biracial/Other.

School: Franklin Academy is a college-prep four-year 
public charter high school enrolling 532 students in 

grades 9–12. 

Curriculum: The academic program is organized on a 7 
period schedule. Seven credits per year is the average 
course load; however, students can come in early and 
receive an additional credit. We also allow students to 
participate in Career and College Promise through NC 
Community Colleges if they choose. All of our students 

take at least seven 50-minute classes each day.
